My name’s Judy Darley and I'm the Creative Content Editor of a new travel reviews website, SeethenGo.com, covering destinations across the world.

I hope you don’t mind me contacting you like this, but I wondered whether there might be potential for me to invite your Journalism students to contribute to SeethenGo.com and see their travel reviews published.

The website is aimed at the media and the general, holiday-hungry public alike, and one of the key aims is to boost the profiles both of new writers, filmmakers and photographers and of established media professionals. 


At the moment we have two categories for people to sign up to: members, who are just the general holidaying public, and media producers who are either seeking exposure or simply passionate about travel. So far the reviews cover everything from general sightseeing to unusual local delicacies.

All the students will have the chance to enter their reviews for rewards in the form of cash prizes and travel-relevant items such as pocket video cameras.

In addition, the students will receive exposure for their writing skills. The site is still very new, but preliminary figures are excellent and we’re expecting to have in excess of 6,000 visitors each month by August 2010. 

Another bonus is that we have partnerships with a number of international tourist boards and travel companies, which means that in addition to SeethenGo.com’s visitors their travel experiences will be seen by visitors to official tourist board websites. For example, all UK-reviews will be streamed through to the Visit Britain website which currently receives 2m visitors per annum.

This is a great opportunity for your students to build up their portfolios and become part of something exciting right at its inception.
